
 

 

Parent’s Guide to Spelling 

Sunny Bank Primary School - Year 5 

 

From homophones to the use of prefixes and suffixes, spelling gets more technical in 
KS2 however all those taught in previous years, will also be revisited and reinforced. 
 
In Years 5, the following spelling rules and patterns are taught: 

 Words ending -able / -ably and -ible / -ibly such as 'comfortable' / 'comfortably' and 
'horrible' / 'horribly' 
 

 Use of the hyphen, for example: 'co-ordinate', 're-enter' 
 
 Words containing ie / ei, for example: 'piece' and 'ceiling' 
 
 Words containing ough and looking at the different sounds this grapheme makes in 

different words, for example: 'enough', 'through', 'although', 'plough' 
 
 Silent letters in words such as 'doubt', 'thistle' and 'knight' 
 
 Homophones (words which sound the same but are spelled differently) ie. isle/aisle, 

aloud/allowed, affect/effect, herd/heard, past/passed, led/lead, steel/steal, alter/altar, 
cereal/serial, father/farther, guessed/ guest, morning/mourning, who’s/whose
